The pre-proposal conference for the Elevator Consulting Services was held on May 8, 2023 at 2:00 p. m. Robert Kuhn reviewed the administrative requirements of the pre-proposal package, especially concerning details such as bid due dates and who vendors may contact during the live bid process. Svetlana Vrubel of Design and Construction Services, discussed the expectations and scope of work.

Numerous simple questions and answers were addressed at the pre-proposal meeting. Some of the issues were as follows: 

1. This RFP included a Mandatory pre-proposal meeting.  In cases where the pre-proposal meeting is mandatory, only those vendors that attended the will be allowed to participate in this RFP Opportunity
2. The Deadline for project related questions is May 23, 2023, 12:00 noon.
3. Bids are due by electronic submission on no later than 2:00 p.m., May 30, 2023. The link for bid submission will be posted with the bid details at http://go.wayne.edu/bids beginning May 2, 2023. 
4. The contract(s) will be for a three-year period ending on June 15, 2026.  Thereafter, the UNIVERSITY may, at its option, extend the contract, on a year-to-year basis for up to two one-year periods, through June 15, 2028.  VENDORS must state maximum price increases (if any) for years two and three on Cost Schedule C.

5. For this project, a Certificate of Liability Insurance is Required
6. This RFP is for a wide range of consulting services regarding elevators, (vertical transportation) 
7. The University intends to award one vendor, however we do reserve the right to award this order to multiple vendors.

8. There are multiple phases of this consulting work.

9. Phase 1 will be evaluation of existing equipment, report and recommendation.

10. Phase 2 will be design professional services / construction documents.

11. Phase 3 will be the bidding process.

12. Phase 4 will consist of construction administration.

13. Wayne State University reserves the right to utilize the report to procure professional services from an Architect to prepare construction documents for review and approval.  If Wayne State University contracts for professional services of an Architect, the elevator consultant shall provide consulting services during Design Development, Construction Documents, and Construction Administration Phases.
14. The consultant shall partake in the pre-final and final inspections with the project manager, the construction manager, campus officials, and authorities having jurisdiction.

15. Schedule E is a list of the specifications of all the elevators on campus.

16. A new cost schedule will be a part of this addendum, reference revised Cost Schedules C.1 and C.2, posted to the website.
17. Any responses, materials, correspondence, or documents provided to the University are subject to the State of Michigan Freedom of Information Act and may be released to third parties in compliance with that Act, regardless of notations in the VENDOR's Proposal to the contrary.
18. Parking on WSU campus lots and structures are $8.50/access.  Vendor must build parking into their lump sum bid. There is no parking allowed on the malls.

19. Smoke and Tobacco Free Policies: On August 19, 2015, Wayne State joined hundreds of colleges and universities across the country that have adopted smoke- and tobacco-free policies for indoor and outdoor spaces.  Contractors are responsible to ensure that all employees and all subcontractors’ employees are in compliance anytime they are on WSU’s main, medical, or extension center campuses.
