RFP Irrigation – Sprinkler Services dated February 17, 2017 

The pre-bid conference for the Irrigation – Sprinkler Services was held on February 27, 2017 at 10:00 am Valerie Kreher reviewed the administrative requirements of the pre-bid package, especially concerning details such as bid due dates and who vendors may contact during the live bid process. Valerie Kreher, Steven Pecic, and Dave Kechnie of the Facilities, Planning and Management, discussed the expectations and scope of work.

Numerous simple questions and answers were addressed at the pre-bid meeting. Some of the issues were as follows: 

1. Only those vendors that attended the mandatory pre-bid meeting will be allowed to participate in this RFP Opportunity
2. The Deadline for project related questions is March 3, 2017, 12:00 noon.
3. Bids are due March 10, 2017 at 4:00 pm, to be time date stamped in Procurement & Strategic Sourcing located in the Academic/ Administration Bldg., 5700 Cass Avenue, 4th Floor – Suite 4200, Detroit, MI 48202. 

4. We will require an original plus one copy (2 total) of your proposal.  In addition, an electronic version is required, which should be submitted to our secure mailbox at rfp@wayne.edu
5. Vendor must respond using Revised Cost Schedule C.  Any additional services or costs are to be documented in Exhibit One.
6. As part of scope of work and technical requirements the vendor must show capability to GPS/visually map sprinkler zones and heads of all campus locations for which they are responsible. The University will work collaboratively with the selected vendor by providing existing schematics to assist with mapping mainlines, electrical wires, valves, quick couplers, sprinklers heads, or other related irrigation components. 

7. Understand Appendix 4 Irrigation System Locations is not all encompassing with some locations not listed. The University is working at providing an updated listing.

8. There is a 24 hour response time for all service calls.

9. Vendor invoices must include location of services and be submitted promptly.
10. This Project Requires the Contractor and any subcontractors to compensate all employees who come to the job site at no less than State of Michigan Prevailing Wage Rates. A Prevailing Wage Rate Schedule is included in Bid Documents.  Vendors must review prevailing wage rate requirements to be sure they are in compliance with the requirements of the University and the State of Michigan.  Contact the State of Michigan if further information on prevailing wage rate is needed at website http://www.michigan.gov/dleg/0,1607,7-154-27673_27706---,00.html.  Vendors must post wages at the job site in compliance with the complete Prevailing Wage Rate listing provided in Bid Documents

11. Vendors must post wages at the job site in compliance with the complete Prevailing Wage Rate listing provided in Bid Documents.  For this Project, leaving a copy in the cab of the truck will be sufficient.

12. Pickup trucks are allowed to be driven down pedestrian Malls.  Vendor must use reasonable, prudent caution.

13. Note:  Invoices will not be processed until certified payrolls are received / all prevailing wage requirements have been fulfilled.

14. Any responses, materials, correspondence, or documents provided to the University are subject to the State of Michigan Freedom of Information Act and may be released to third parties in compliance with that Act, regardless of notations in the VENDOR's Proposal to the contrary.

15. Parking on WSU campus lots and structures are $7.50/access.  Vendor must build parking into their lump sum bid. There is no parking allowed on the malls.

16. Smoke and Tobacco Free Policies: On August 19, 2015, Wayne State joined hundreds of colleges and universities across the country that have adopted smoke- and tobacco-free policies for indoor and outdoor spaces.
