Addendum1/Minutes of the Pre-bid Conference

The pre-bid conference for the RFP Archival Storage 2013, Project R575405 was held on September 5, 2013 at 10:00 am Robert Kuhn, Sr. Buyer, reviewed the administrative requirements of the pre-bid package, especially concerning details such as bid due dates and who vendors may contact during the live bid process. Robert Hogle of the Computing and Information Technology Department, discussed the expectations and scope of work.

Only those Vendors that participated in the pre-bid meeting/teleconference will be allowed to participate in this RFP Opportunity.
Numerous simple questions and answers were addressed at the pre-bid meeting. Some of the issues were as follows: 

· The Deadline for project related questions is September 11, 2013, 12:00 noon.
· Bids are due September 19, 2013 at 4:00 pm, to be time date stamped in Procurement & Strategic Sourcing located in the Academic/ Administration Bldg., 5700 Cass Avenue, 4th Floor – Suite 4200, Detroit, MI 48202. 

· We will require an original plus one copy (2 total) of your proposal.  In addition, an electronic version is required, which should be submitted to our secure mailbox at rfp@wayne.edu
· Any responses, materials, correspondence, or documents provided to the University are subject to the State of Michigan Freedom of Information Act and may be released to third parties in compliance with that Act, regardless of notations in the VENDOR's Proposal to the contrary.

· Project completion date is November 30, 2013.
· The University is seeking a solution that will augment its current Tier1 System to a lower cost platform (comprised of both hardware and software).

· There are three (3) locations – main campus, disaster recovery, and a cloud option.

· Note:  NetApp is 6080 not 4700.

· The University doesn’t want to have to back up the data once archived.

· For comparative purposes estimate 200 tb of source data to be located at both the main campus and disaster recovery sites.  Note, there are multiple primary storage systems with an aggregate source data in the Petabyte Range.

· Solutions should provide transparent access to archived data by users  with 100% of the data available to the users.

· The main campus and disaster recovery sites are fiber connected via IP.

· The current NAS configuration is a passive/active environment.  See point 56 of the Desired Attributes of the Solution, in the Scope of Work.  The University is seeking an active – active access to all archived data.

· Restoration Points should include restoration of the primary data with tags/links back to the archived data.

· WSU to provide business rules for archive policies to the awarded vendor.

· Point 17 of the Scope of Work and System Requirements:  retention policy as an option, not planned for compliance usage.  

· In reference to point 19, End user devices does not include servers.

·  HIPAA data possible.

· Security:  see points 27 and 28 of the Scope of Work and Desired Attributes.  Equipment will be in the secured IT Room.
· Archived data repository could be a primary source (e.g. REST accessible).
· Best of Breed allowed.  Vendors may quote a separate manufacturer of equipment from the software.
· The Dell FS8600 and NX3000 are to be used.  The NetApp filer is to be retired.
