Minutes of the Pre-bid Conference

RFP Environmental Services for the Office of Environmental Health and Safety 2015 dated July 2, 2015 
The second pre-bid conference for the Environmental Services for the Office of Environmental Health and Safety 2015 was held on July 20, 2015 at 10:00 a.m. Kimberly Tomaszewski reviewed the administrative requirements of the pre-bid package, especially concerning details such as bid due dates and who vendors may contact during the live bid process. Wally Pociask of the Office of Environmental Health and Safety, discussed the expectations and scope of work.

The pre-bid conference attendees sign in sheet and meeting minutes are available for downloading from the University Purchasing Web Site at http://www.forms.procurement.wayne.edu/Adv_bid/Adv_bid.html.

Numerous simple questions and answers were addressed at the pre-bid meeting. Some of the issues were as follows: 

1. Pick-ups are on a pre-arranged basis.  When possible the University sets a regular schedule.  All schedules will be mutually agreed upon.
2. All dump sites must be preapproved.
3. This RFP opportunity does not include radioactive waste.  Biomedical waste is not part of this contract; however, on the rare occasion additional services for biomedical waste are required, awarded contractor may be asked to assist.

4. The bulk of this contract will be made up of chemical packing for the 9 accumulation areas on the WSU Campus.  The 9 areas are made up of 140 buildings and encompass 16 ID numbers.
5. All lab packs must be itemized.

6. All workers must be in uniforms with name badges.  Individuals will be escorted while on campus.

7. It is the University’s intent to make a minimum of two awards or these services.  It is possible a third award may also be made.

8. A list of the authorized facilities proposed should be brought to the interview.  This list is not required with your proposal to the University.
9. The Prevailing Wage Requirement noted on Schedule D, #15 should be marked NA as Prevailing Wage is not applicable to this project.

10. Regarding the need for Asbestos Services, one permanent box is to be left on campus.  On occasion, more may be required.  Box requirements are as follows:  the box must be closed, must be a 40-yard box with a placard. 
11. The Deadline for project related questions is July 15, 2015, 12:00 noon.

12. Bids are due August 6, 2015 at 4:00 pm, to be time date stamped in Procurement & Strategic Sourcing located in the Academic/ Administration Bldg., 5700 Cass Avenue, 4th Floor – Suite 4200, Detroit, MI 48202. 

13. We will require an original plus one copy (2 total) of your proposal.  In addition, an electronic version is required, which should be submitted to our secure mailbox at rfp@wayne.edu
14. Any responses, materials, correspondence, or documents provided to the University are subject to the State of Michigan Freedom of Information Act and may be released to third parties in compliance with that Act, regardless of notations in the VENDOR's Proposal to the contrary.
15. Parking on WSU campus lots and structures are $7.00/access.  Vendor must build parking into their lump sum bid. There is no parking allowed on the malls.
