Addendum1/Minutes of the Pre-bid Conference

The pre-bid conference for the Virtualized Software 2014 was held on June 9, 2014 at 1:00 p. m.  Robert Kuhn, Sr. Buyer, reviewed the administrative requirements of the pre-bid package, especially concerning details such as bid due dates and who vendors may contact during the live bid process. James Wurm of the Computing and Information Technology Department, discussed the expectations and scope of work.

The mandatory pre-bid conference attendees sign in sheet and meeting minutes are available for downloading from the University Purchasing Web Site at http://www.forms.purchasing.wayne.edu/Adv_bid/Adv_bid.html.   Only those vendors that attended or teleconferenced this mandatory pre-bid meeting will be allowed to participate in this RFP Opportunity.
Numerous simple questions and answers were addressed at the pre-bid meeting. Some of the issues were as follows: 

1. The Deadline for project related questions is June 16, 2014, 12:00 noon.
2. Bids are due June 20, 2014 at 4:00 pm, to be time date stamped in Procurement & Strategic Sourcing located in the Academic/ Administration Bldg., 5700 Cass Avenue, 4th Floor – Suite 4200, Detroit, MI 48202. 

3. We will require an original plus one copy (2 total) of your proposal.  In addition, an electronic version is required, which should be submitted to our secure mailbox at rfp@wayne.edu
4. Any responses, materials, correspondence, or documents provided to the University are subject to the State of Michigan Freedom of Information Act and may be released to third parties in compliance with that Act, regardless of notations in the VENDOR's Proposal to the contrary.

5. The University is seeking Vendor’s solution that will best meet its needs.
6. The solution should allow the University to bring its enterprise applications back to the data center for greater control of accessibility to faculty, staff, and students.  The current challenge is maintaining the configuration.
7. Vendor’s proposal should include a service plan.

8. Enterprise software includes: Elucian, Banner, Cognos, Application Extender, Appxworks… all use Internet Explorer 10 base with Java.  There are 4 critical applications.

9. Vendors must design their solution to work in a VMware Environment and must provide Hardware specifications.  If required, hardware will be bid separately.

10. The goal is to have an operational set of applications across the University.  For client platforms, see the Scope of Work.   Platforms include Mac, Windows, IOS, Android, etc.

11. Vendors solution should be expandable.

12. The maximum number of simultaneous connections at one time is approximately 1200.  The University anticipates around 1200 initially; however, Vendor’s solution should be able to accommodate more.

13. Vendor must include consulting services in their proposal.

14. Concurrent licensing required.

15. University student count is approximately 27 – 29,000 students

16. Point 7.6 Profile equals “login splash”

17. Note the University has an active directory which is expected to expand.

18. With regards to the Application Storefront, the University will control what is published.
