Addendum 1 - Clarifications

RFQ for Provide onsite child care services for the University community purchase for The Wayne State community 
Dated July 14, 2017
Since the time of the release of the Request for Qualifications (RFQual) to Provide onsite child care services for the University community, questions regarding the specifications have been submitted.  Those questions and the University response appear below.

· Question 1:  Childcare Program Overview and Objectives: Does “working parents” mean Wayne State employees or parents in the community?  
Response:  The original intent of the RFP was to focus on Faculty, Staff, and Student working parents.  While we anticipate a preference to that group, we are flexible about whether a child care provider proposes a solution that included the neighboring community.  
· Question 2:  Budget Assumptions: Although the RFQual indicates a location has yet to be selected for the center, has Wayne State identified any potential locations, and what information can be shared about these locations?  
Response:  While the committee has been discussing some possible University locations for either repurpose of existing space, or potential new construction on University owned land, there has not been sufficient research or vetting of such places to share them during the RFP effort.  Those options will be shared with the selected Childcare provider.  Part of the research we anticipate is determining the most viable and optimal location. 
· Question 3:  Nutrition and Healthy Practices - Question 2: “Describe the sustainability practices you will incorporate in the day-to-day operations of the center.”
How does Wayne State define “sustainability” in this context?  
Response:  This refers to sustainability of refuse associated with both food and other operations, including but not limited to energy efficiency, recycling, composting, accommodating cloth diapers, etc.  As a University, sustainability has campus wide visibility and attention.
