Information Requested

Overview 

Non-Emergency Medical Transportation Scope of Work

The SOS MATERNITY in Michigan Network is comprised of 14 institutions across the state, with projected annual enrollment of approximately 1,500 pregnant patients per site and a target date for first subject in of January 15, 2024. In the first year of operations, the network anticipates beginning with approximately 7,500 study participants. Upon full launch, the network projects enrolling approximately 20,000 pregnant Michigan residents across the state. A key structural intervention under the network is the provision of transportation to patients for their study visits at no additional cost to them.

An estimated 70% of study participants are projected to use this service for transportation to or from their study prenatal appointments. Each patient will attend an estimated ten prenatal study visits across the course of their pregnancy, for a total of 20 rides. Study participants may not modify the endpoints of this ride themselves. 

SOS MATERNITY in Michigan includes the following sites at this time and anticipates further expansion across the state in the coming months as funding permits:

· Corewell East (Beaumont/Oakland)

· Corewell West (Spectrum)

· Corewell East (Royal Oak)

· Detroit Medical Center

· Henry Ford Health

· University of Michigan

Each clinical site will have a clinical navigator to schedule patient transportation. All navigators should be able to schedule, modify, and cancel rides for patients with the transportation vendor via online portal, including those study participants who do not have access to a smartphone. Clinical navigators should also be able to preemptively schedule future appointment transportation as well as schedule same-day transportation as needed. Study participants should be able to request open-ended transportation associated with a prenatal study appointment (i.e. a trip at an unspecified time to depart an appointment of uncertain duration for the patient to specify upon departure from the facility.)

Any expenses for developing and/or presenting submittals shall be the responsibility of the Vendor and shall not be chargeable to the University.  All supporting documentation and manuals submitted with this request will become the property of the University unless otherwise requested by the Vendor, in writing, at the time of submission, and agreed to, in writing, by the University.

Submittal Evaluation

Vendor responses will be reviewed by an evaluation team consisting of members of the University’s Procurement Department and other University Units.  Procurement & Strategic Sourcing may subsequently request Vendors to attend an interview and/or make a presentation at a set time and date, to clarify information provided in the submittal.  A Request for Proposal (RFP) may be developed using the information provided by the Vendors who chose to participate in this RFI. 

This Request for Information (RFI) in no manner obligates the University to the eventual purchase of any products or services described, implied, or which may be proposed.

Vendors must refrain from giving any reference to this program, whether in the form of press releases, brochures, photographic coverage, or verbal announcements, without specific written approval from the University.

Submittals are subject to public review.  Vendors responding to this RFI are cautioned not to include any proprietary information as part of their Submittal unless such proprietary information is carefully identified as such in writing, and the University accepts, in writing, the information as proprietary.
Submittals are limited to 25 pages total, one sided, and eleven (11) point font. (This is inclusive of all required documents and schedules and any optional material included at the discretion of the respondent, but tab sheets and the cover pages do not count in the overall document count.) 

Submittals with supporting documentation shall be submitted online.  The link for RFI submission will be posted at http://go.wayne.edu/bids beginning November 16, 2023. Remember, your submittal must be in the format provided and be received in the Procurement & Strategic Sourcing by November 29, 2023 at 2:00 p.m.  Include any supplemental information that will illustrate your ability to provide additional services as proposed.
